   Specific Objectives in Anesthesia Rotations

· Be able to elicit, present and document a history that is relevant and appropriate to the anesthetist 
· Be able to perform an accurate physical examination with emphasis on airway assessment
· Learn how to oxygenate patients using bag / mask ventilation
· Learn how to prepare the airway for intubation
· Learn how to ventilate patients using a laryngeal mask
· Learn how to secure the airway using direct laryngoscopy and bronchoscopy
· Learn the pharmacology of induction agents, sedatives and neuromuscular blocking agents
· Learn methods of venous cannulation
· Demonstrate knowledge of the principles and practice of anesthesia as they apply to patient support during surgery
· Learn how to secure the airway using alternative modalities such as a glidescope, lighted stylet, etc.
· Be able to perform central and peripheral venous catheter insertion (including a Swan-Gantz catheter), peripheral and central arterial catheter insertion, and airway management including endotracheal intubation
· Demonstrate an understanding of the issues surrounding the transport of critically ill patients within the hospital

· Be able to communicate effectively with patients and their families with respect to their medical conditions, and in particular, be able to communicate with patients in the pre and post operative setting regarding the intra-operative events

· Communicate effectively with medical colleagues and nurses in operating room environments

· Develop a care plan with input from the staff anesthetist and surgeon
· Learn how to coordinate the care of patients who become unstable during surgery
· Develop rapport, trust and ethical relationships with research subjects 


Collaborator

· Identify the need to and benefit of consulting other physicians and health care professionals

· Demonstrate ability to function in the clinical environment using the full abilities of all team members

· Act as an effective resource for management strategies in the care of the anesthetized patient

· Effectively work with colleagues and other professionals to prevent, negotiate and resolve research related conflict


Manager

· Be able to use information technology to optimize patient care

· Know how to use health care resources cost effectively 

· Participate in activities to improve patient care and patient safety as related to the practice of anesthesiology


Health Advocate

· Educate and counsel patients and families regarding factors that affect their preoperative risk, including smoking cessation

· Promote the health and well being of individual patients, communities and/or populations

· Critically appraise sources of medical information

· Be able to educate patients and their families regarding their medical condition

· Teach medical students, residents and other health care professionals

· Critically appraise scientific information and apply it to the practice of anesthesiology

· Act as a resource for physicians and other health care professionals

· Present a care plan based on best practice with the anesthetist

· Facilitate learning and scientific inquiry amongst patients, families, students, residents and other health professionals
· Develop an understanding of evidence based medicine by attending defined lectures of epidemiology and principles of evidence based medicine at academic half day

· Learn to be an effective resource in the care of patients by providing timely, helpful and accurate information on the care of surgical patients

· Apply a knowledge of the professional codes and norms of behavior that govern the behavior of physicians in clinical practice

· Recognize and resolve ethical issues as they arise in clinical practice

· Apply a knowledge of the legal codes and norms of behavior that govern the behavior of physicians in clinical practice

· Recognize and deal with unprofessional behaviors in clinical practice
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
